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Based on their actions late last month, the U.S. Supreme Court ruling in Sackett v. 

EPA will narrow the Clean Water Act. This will likely impact the current definition of 

wetlands and streams classified as “waters of the U.S.” (WOTUS), which are subject to 

Clean Water Act permitting. (Oral arguments in Sackett vs. EPA may be heard or read 

here, and the complete Court decision may be seen here.)

WAC released the following statement 

on the Supreme Court ruling that only wetlands adjoined to larger bodies of water are 

regulated by the Clean Water Act.
